Stitchers Potluck Dinner 

Five Bean Bake 
(Eileen Heinen) 

 

1 cup chopped onion                       6 slices bacon (cut up) 

1 clove garlic, minced                     3/4 cup ketchup 

1/2 cup molasses                             1/4 cup packed brown sugar 

1 tsp. yellow mustard                      1 TBL Worcestershire sauce 

15 oz can red kidney bean, rinsed and drained 

15 oz can lima beans, rinsed and drained 

15 oz can garbanzo beans, rinsed and drained 

15 oz can butter beans, rinsed and drained 

15 oz can pork and beans in tomato sauce 

 

Oven Method: 

Preheat oven to 375 degrees.  

In a large skillet cook onion, bacon, and garlic until bacon is crisp 

and onion is tender; drain fat. Combine all ingredients and put in an 

ungreased 3 quart casserole dish. Bake uncovered for 1 hour or  

until hot and bubbly. 

Slow Cooker Method: 

Prepare bean mixture as directed. Transfer to a 3-1/2 to 4 quart 

slow cooker.  Cover and cook on low heat setting for 10-12 hours 

or on high heat setting for 4-5 hours.
