1. Cut M (3 W6 strips) into 2 WKW6 x 3 W6 sections
2. You will receive templates for M and L and instructions for manipulating these pieces at the

April meeting.

3. Pull out your B-C-D (hourglassédPart 1) and A (2 I3 6 squares of
pieces.

Assemble B-C-D and A as follows:

Row 1 and Row 3:
A B-C-D A

Row 2: (middle)

B-C- A B-C-
D D

Press seams toward A.
5. Sew Row 1 and Row 3 to Row 2. Note: Except for the center square (A) in Row 2, the back-
ground fabric is always on the outside of the block. Press away from Row 2 (center row).
6. Sew an E (6 1J6 -B-C-DO6bl)ck. Presstewadl&s of A
