A good way to learn where to sew on your machine for 1/4
seams is to take two1/2 x 1-1/2 inch strips about 3 inches

long and sew them together. Press and measure to make sure
they are now /2 inches wide by 3 inches. If not adjust your
fabric and needle and try again. Once you know where to sew
it is also a good idea to mark your machine with 1/4 inch tape.

8 0z. pkg sharp cheddar cheese, grated
2 sticks butter or margarine
2 cups Rice Krispies

2 cups flour
1/2 tsp. red pepper

Cream butter and cheese together. Add sifted flour with red pepper.
Add the Rice Krispies. Shape into small balls and place on a cookie
sheet. Flatten with a fork. Bake at 370 forZlbminutes.

Chicken Wadorf Salad (Ann Davis, pg 22)

1/4 cup mayonnaise

1 tsp. lemon juice

1/2 tsp. sugar

3/4 cup chicken, cooked and chopped

1/2 cup diced apples

1/8 cup chopped celery

1/8 cup chopped walnuts
(optional)
