CHERRY DANISH 
3/4 cup butter 
1 1/2 cup sugar 
3 eggs 
1/2 tsp. almond extract 
3 cups flour 
1 1/2 tsp. baking soda 
1 (8 oz.) container sour cream 
1 (21 oz.) can cherry pie filling 
 
Streusel Topping: 
1/2 cup flour 
1/4 cup sugar 
1/2 tsp. cinnamon 
1/4 cup butter 
 
Topping: cut ingredients into butter until crumbly. 
Preheat oven to 375°, bake for 25 to 30 min.; cream butter 
and sugar. Beat eggs till light and fluffy, add extract,  
combine flour and soda. Add to creamed mixture alter-
nately with sour cream. Divide batter into 2 greased pans; 
spread pie filling on top and streusel topping on  
cherries. Can add a sugar glaze. 

CHOC. CHIP ZUCCHINI BREAD 
              makes 2 loaves, bake at 350 oven. 

 
3 cups flour 
1/2 tsp. nutmeg and cinnamon 
2 cups white sugar 
1 cup veg. oil 
3 beaten eggs 
2 cups grated zucchini 
1 T. orange zest or lemon 
1-2 tsp. vanilla 
cup choc. chips and 1 cup pecans 
 
Mix dry ingredients. Fold in the wet ingredients. Mix well, 
stir in the nuts and chips. Put in baking pans about 1 hour. 
Can spread with cream cheese. Enjoy!
