VanLengen. (Other Stitchers, Whitney Antique, Debbie McQueary and
Maxine Warnshuis, also reported hours through their homemaker clubs.)
This is the most we’ve ever reported. My goal for Stitchers for 2009 is to
go over 5000. You'll be hearing more about this later.

Don’t forget about the fair. We'll need setup (6th) and takedown
(12th) volunteers and also lots of entries. Family and Consumer Sciences
entries have been down overall in recent years. Please bring your quilts,
but also, bring in any other handiwork and crafts and don’t forget
cooking and gardening.

FRANCES HEINEN

Dear Fellow Stitchers,
When asked, | have always stated that | started quilting by demand and not by choice.

In my lifetime, 1 have made doll clothes, clothes for myself and my daughters. In addition, |
have embroidered, cross stitched, knitted and crocheted as well as made doll houses and furni-
ture, sculpted, made dried flower arrangements, as well as painted and sketched. All of these
were carried out without any type of lessons. In fact | never took home economics at school,
but | come from a family which has been very talented in many facets of hand work and crafts.
Although my mother could sew, her niche was in painting and drawing. It was her sister and
her mother who did most of the sewing and one of my sisters even won a Simplicity sewing
contest. | have always loved working with my hands and trying new techniques but never
thought I would attempt such a complicated and mathematically based craft like quilting.

It wasn't until one day my daughter, Antonia, reminded me of a promise to make her a quilt
from her t-shirts, which | had evidently made at some time in her childhood. Around 2002, she
presented me with several garbage bags of t-shirts, which she had been saving. In 2003, | made
my first quilt through a class at Paris Sewing Shop just to learn the basics. | honestly did not
enjoy it, but felt I must fulfill my promise to my daughter. | inquired at Paris Sewing Shop and
at Baer's in Louisville about making quilts from t-shirts and was left with no information or help
along with the attitude that this form was not really quilting. | knew the shirts had to be
backed so | purchased medium to light weight fusible backing and with the help of graph pa-
per and pictures in a Penny’'s catalogue of bedding, | started to design my own quilts. Wow, do
these first quilts portray my inabilities and lack of knowledge, but at the time | was quite
proud of my achievements.

One day in Hancock's, | met Judy Cox who invited me to a Stitchers meeting. Hesitantly | de-
cided to attend and have only missed one meeting since. The friendliness and awe inspiring
talent was overwhelming and often intimidating. | attended several classes with Peggy Barron
to improve my basic skills and later with Linda Griffiths as well as participating in Mystery Quilt
Saturdays and other workshops.

1 was determined to finish each quilt | started and could not comprehend why fellow members
could have so many UFOs. Goodness was | in for an awakening! | have been hooked by just
about every aspect of this craft except for appliqué and the actual quilting of the project, but
these are due mainly to lack of the proper equipment and practice. | tired of t-shirts and
wanted to try ‘real’ quilt patterns, so I made 2-sided quilts. But with so many patterns and ma-
terials out there | have now strayed from my original purpose and still have so many t-shirts to
incorporate for my daughter until that stash is exhausted.

There is so much to learn, tools to try out and patterns to incorporate that | certainly wish |
had started earlier. However, had | discovered this wonderfully creative method of artistic
expression previously, | may not have ever pulled myself out of debt for it is certainly tempt-
ing to spend.

People say that things happen at their intended time. This seems true not only of the precious
craft which 1 have grown to love, enjoy and admire but also of the fantastic group of diverse
women who are so supporting and caring. Many thanks to each of you who has inspired, com-
forted, taught, brought me to look at life a little lighter and put up with me. Each one of you is
fabulous and | am so thankful to be a part of this very unique group.

But most of all | would like to dedicate this to my daughter, Antonia, and her bag of t-shirts.

Artichoke and Spinach Dip (Fran Hodges, pg 2)

14 oz can Artichoke Hearts
drained and chopped finely

1/2 cup sour cream

1 tsp garlic, crushed

2 oz Parmesan cheese, grated

5 oz frozen spinach, thawed
well drained and chopped

1/2 cup mayonnaise

9 oz Jack cheese, grated

1 oz dried Roma tomatoes,

15. Exhibits must be picked up between 1:00 p.m. and 3:00 p.m. Sunday, July 12, 2009
16. In each Family Living section there will be a sponsored award and a “Best of Show” ribbon.

17. After 3:00 p.m. all exhibitors may have to pay the gate admission when making an entry. Exhibitors to
which this will apply should plan to have an evening at the fair.

18. Exhibitors may use and are encouraged to use address labels on exhibit entry tags.

19. Fair Board is not responsible for any damage to fair entries. Enter at your own risk.
