Hardin County Quilt Block Guidelines

4 Each block must be 8’ x 8’
4 Quilt block may be pieced or appliqué pattern.

¢ Blocks must be painted on approved signboard or other similar
material.

¢ Quilt block must be placed on a COMMITTEE approved barn, building
or other location.

¢ The quilt block must be approved by the local committee in order to

maintain continuity, refrain from excess duplication and insure quality of
the project.

¢ The local committee will make the necessary contacts to schedule the
hanging of the block.
