Quilts have been part of my life for as long as I can remember, in 
different ways.  My grandma made quilts herself and had quilts from 
family --  one  was pieced and quilted partly by my great - grandfather.  
When I was little, at Christmastime it was a special treat to sleep 
downstairs in the living room with the tree all lit up.  My sisters 
and I always slept on the same blanket --  a double knit crazy quilt 
that my mom had made when she was in high school.  All growing up, I 
enjoyed doing crafty things like crocheting and cross - stitch and was 
rarely without a project to work on.  I didn't like sewing then be-
cause mostly what I'd done was garment sewing and it was inevitable --  
the clothes never fit.  So sewing was frustrating, but I always en-
joyed creating things.  

 
When I graduated from high school, I thought it would be a fun en-
deavor to make a quilt, since my mom had made a quilt when she gradu-
ated (double knit, of course!).  I picked Trip Around the World be-
cause I thought, how can you mess up with just squares?  Mom and I 
shopped for fabric and my neighbor, a quilter, introduced me to a 
nifty gadget called a rotary cutter.   I have to say I got "hooked" in 
that project, and I've never stopped sewing since.   The same neighbor 
told me about a lady who machine - quilted her quilts, and eventually I 
bought her short - arm machine and started quilting for myself and oth-
ers.  Within a few years I upgraded to a long arm and just recently I 
quilted my 1800th quilt.  So much for the girl who didn't like sewing !  
 

I was introduced to the Stitchers Guild when I contacted Ilse 
Comenzind about a booth in the quilt show several years ago.  My sis-
ter Bethany and I set up a booth to sell quilts and advertise our ma-
chine quilting services.  We didn't sell any quilts but we met lots of 
wonderful ladies, and I've enjoyed getting to know many of the members 
more personally as I've continued working with and for many of you!  
 
Quilting is largely the interest of an older generation,  and I have 
been blessed by the wealth of wisdom to be gleaned by working along-
side women who have much to offer besides quilting skills to ladies my 
age.   I like the way quilting has been such a part of our nation's 
heritage --  wherever women have gone through our land, they brought 
and made quilts as a part of making a home in a new place.  It has 
been a privilege for me to continue this tradition by teaching other 
young ladies the skills I've learned, and encouraging that home - making 
spirit in today's generation.
