It seems like I've been sewing most of my life. At
age five my Grandmother taught me how to
embroidery, by drawing pictures on pillowcases. A
few years later I started sewing doll clothes and by
twelve was making my own clothes.

I made my first quilt in the early 80’s. It was made
from double-knit and was a very simple pattern. I
wasn’t able to quilt it, but I basted it together so we
were able to use it and it was very warm.

My great grandmother Anne Layne was the quilter
in our family. After her passing I had the honor of
finishing a quilt she started. Since she was using
cardboard templates and piecing the blocks by hand, I
finished it the same way. Then my mother and
grandmother helped me quilt it using great
grandmother’s quilting frames. So it took four
generations to finish the quilt.

A few years ago my quilting interest was revived
when my grandchildren began to arrive and so I joined
the Stitchers. Being a member of this Guild has
definitely improved and enriched my quilting experi-
ence. It has been so nice to be able to share my love of
quilting with others that feel the same way. Thanks!
