Materials needed:  
 

6 fat quarters  
2 1/8 yards for lining and handles  
1/4 yard flannel for handles (or use batting) 22" of 1" wide non - roll elastic  
 
If you want to precut fabrics -  here are cut measurements:  
Fat quarters - cut them 17 1/2"  X  19 1/2"  
From lining -  cut 1 rectangle -  38 1/2" X 51 1/2" for lining  
                    cut 4 strips 2 1/2" X 40" for handles  
 
Bring sewing machine -  and basic sewing materials.

   I started sewing when I was quite young.  My grand -mother 

taught me the basics and I learned to sew aprons, doll blankets, 

pillowcases, etc.  I learned to sew clothing to include the dreaded 

zippers and buttonholes.  

 

   In order to use the many boxes of scrap material I had, I  

decided to cut 5 inch and 6 inch squares and sewed them together 

to make simple quilts.  I used sheets for backings and yarn to tie 

the corners together.  My children really loved these blankets  

because they were so soft and snuggly.  

 

   Finally I joined òStitchersó and have been learning to sew 1/4 

inch seams.  I learned that accurate seams and cutting is a must.  

Many of my original squares became pot holders.  

 

   I still do a lot of sewing for my grand -daughters, and do simple 

quilts to donate to the pregnancy center, or Spring Haven.  I do 

make a few quilts as gifts for the family, but I donõt seem to get as 

many done as I would like.  Perhaps in my next life Iõll do nothing 

but quilt all the patterns I have acquired.
