LAP QUILTS FOR VETERANS 

Feb 26th 

          
We have reserved the Extension Office for Sat, Feb 26th to assemble and finish lap quilts that will be  
donated to the local VA hospital.  The quilts cannot exceed 45" X 45".  We have some patriotic blocks that 
can be used but please feel free to do your own thing.  They do not have to be patriotic.  Remember we do 
have female veterans as well.  Mark this date on your calendar so that you are prepared to participate in 
this community project.  Many of us have or have had family members serving in the Armed Forces and would 
be proud to have our Veteran provided with a beautiful lap quilt. 
Here are a couple of ideas if you want to make one/some/many at home prior to the workshop. 
 
Using 4, 12-1/2 inch unfinished blocks, sash with 3-1/2 inch unfinished strips and border with 3-1/2 inch 
unfinished strips and border again with 6-1/2 inch unfinished strips.  That would total 45 inches finished. 
 
Using 9, 12-1/2 inch unfinished blocks, sew them together in 3 rows of 3 without sashing and 
add a 5 inch unfinished border. That would total 45 inches finished. 
 
Of course you can come up with your own ideas also.  We hope to see lots of participation on this project.

STITCHERS ON-POINT BLOCK OF THE MONTH – 2011 
 

Each month you will receive pattern/instructions to make two blocks for a total of 14 
blocks.  You will receive the instructions center later in year.  The center will be either 
applique or pieced – your choice on which center you want to make.   
The quilt will be queen size (may be larger depending on border size you use).  If you 
want to purchase fabric for the project, I would recommend purchasing your border 
fabric first (buy 3 yards) and then picking fabrics that coordinate well with that.  You 
will need a variety of fabrics (the number of fabrics is up to you – I wouldn‘t use too 
many but use an assortment for interest.)  You will need approximately 6-7 yards for 
the top.  For the background fabric purchase about 2-2 ½ yards so that you have  
adequate amount to utilize throughout the quilt.  We will demonstrate and hand out 
instructions for the first 2 blocks in January.   
 
We are putting together our own ―unique‖ On-Point quilt. There is not a copy of the 
completed quilt.  We had shown a quilt similar to this at the Dec meeting but will not 
be using the ―On Point‖ pattern from Bits ‗n Pieces because of copyright protection.  I 
did not receive written permission to use this so we are going to design our own 
unique Stitcher‘s Quilt!! 
 
Hope everyone is excited about working on a Block of the Month project.  The blocks 
will start out less complex and will increase in complexity as the year progresses.  
This is a great way to expand your quilting skills.

Improve your selection of quilting designs not your stitches!  Learn the secret to selecting quilting patterns that look beautiful, flow, and fit 

your quilt perfectly.  Frustrated over having to make quilting decisions after you have already pieced or appliquéd your quilt top?  Become a 

confident quilter by learning to plan ahead!  Pre-plan the fabrics, templates and seam alliances before you begin to cut, sew your quilt and buy 

your quilting patterns.

A class for those quilters ready to combine quilting patterns in the same project, as well as for those who want to develop their own unique 

style of quilting.  Learn how to take a block, add backgrounds, turn borders, miter corners, and change overall pattern sizes before you start 

quilting!  Discover proper scale and proportion techniques while selecting the appropriate patterns for patchmwork, applique, or wholecloth 

quilts.  Perfect for longarm, shortarm, traditional machine and hand quilters alike. 

 

Easy-to-Plan Wholecloth Quilts   

Whether you quilt by hand or machine, practice with a purpose as you choose patterns from a multitude of quilting stencils and printed pat-

terns that look good together!  Plan a small quilted wall hanging to showcase medallion, blocks or mitered border designs.  Learn the principles 

of good design, various methods needed for marking individual quilts, and how to make a quick, simple edging. 

 

Supplies for Easy-to-Pan  Wholecloth Quilts:  Fabric; 3/4 yards each of a quality off-white cotton fabric and a print backing fabric that will 

help determine the scale and proportion of the overall quilting.  A pre-cut 30 inch square of batting (your choice).  Bring these notions: a 

water-erasable pen, an indelible ink pen (ultra-fine tip) and chalk pencil that matches a color in the background fabric.  Quilting needles and 

thread will be provided in class, or you can bring your own.

The students will learn how 
to use the collage fabrics to create leaves, borders, etc.  After that a few basic beading stitches will be used to further  
enhance the project.  The instructor will have  a trunk show of embellished quilts to study.  Each student will try some 
of each of the techniques on a sampler piece or a project of their choosing.
